To be an eligible recipient of the Magic Valley Dairy Heifer Program 

Scholarship, the individual applying must meet the following criteria: 
 

 

1) The individual applying for this scholarship must have completed 2 

years or more in the Magic Valley Dairy Heifer Program, but not 

necessarily in the same year as this application is filed. 

 

2) The individual must be a senior or equivalent in High School or an 

enrolled College Student who has not received a Magic Valley 

Dairy Heifer Program Scholarship. 

  

3) Two letters of recommendation must accompany application.  One 

letter must be from the individual’s 4-H leader or FFA instructor, and 

an additional letter from another individual who has been familiar 

with the applicant’s progress in the project. Letters should be written 

by someone other than family members. They may be written by 

counselors, employers, teachers, principals, etc.  

 

4) Include an official copy of most recent transcript in a sealed 

envelope.  

 

5) A picture of the applicant must accompany the application.

Dairy Heifer Program Scholarship Committee and will not be 

returned.
